A message for summit participants in the opening event

The importance of partnership and collaboration: Let us all collectively
consider the rehabilitation of river basins
We appeal for it, you do too!

A seminar was held in Beppu City, Oita Prefecture, the opening location of the 1%
Asia-Pacific Water Summit, with the objective of learning from each other’s experiences at
the Lake Biwa-Yodo river basin area in Kinki district and Chikugo and Midori river basin
areas in Kyushu district.

In this seminar, individuals working in each river basin elaborated on issues that were
resolved through the synergy effect created through a partnership of related individuals
and/or institutions who otherwise would not have been able to resolve the issues by
themselves. This enabled the exchange of opinions regarding the importance of partnership
and collaboration, and the matters mentioned below were agreed upon.

We sincerely hope that the knowledge obtained through partnership and collaboration
among the participants in this summit will assist in providing measures to resolve the water
problems in the Asia-Pacific region as well as in achieving significant outcomes.

It is essential to accumulate the knowledge obtained through different actors in order to
preserve and improve the condition of water-related assets such as bountiful nature, culture,
and history in the river basin areas. For this purpose, we attempt to strengthen the
partnership among inhabitants, administrations, businesses, NPOs, and research
institutions.
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
